Many cultural groups will be featured in this all-day
event and offer foods, exhibits, children’s activities, games, arts and crafts
sales, and more. In addition, miniature language classes will be held to teach
basic phrases in several languages. Entertainment will also be provided with
professional and semi-professional performances held on four stages. Ven-
dors and volunteers are highly encouraged to come to the PCCF and help i
promoting cultural awareness.
